Zumo is on firmware 6.50
Map is City Navigator NTU 2023.2. Basecamp and Zumo
Routing parameters: Motor Cycling, fastest time, no avoidances, except ‘unpaved’.
Traffic: Disabled
I have kept all Tracklog, screenshots and GPX files.
All GPX files were sent to XT using the Garmin Drive App.
Current.gpx, CurrentTracklog.gpx and Screenshots where copied to PC using USB connection.

General remark:
· It is arguable what behaviour is desirable. You could prefer the RUT behaviour, because keeping the original route is important. On the other hand you could prefer NO RUT, because when it is impossible to continue on the original route you expect the XT to offer you a new route without the need to stop and restart the route.



Conclusions: 
· A trip created on the XT behaves differently from trips created on PC and sent to the XT. Why should that be?
· A route sent from PC to XT will never behave as if it was created on the XT. At least I was unable to. 	
· The test on 18 Feb made that clear. Transferring a trip created on the XT to PC, and resending that same gpx (unmodified) should produce the same result!
· That also rules out the possibility to change the behaviour using the subclass field.
· When a route with only via points is sent (19 feb) the XT has to recalculate. No ghost points are available, nor subclasses. Hoping to get the same result as if the trip was created on the Xt. Nope! 
· In a RUT scenario, when the XT eventually stops RUT, not the original route is followed, but the fastest route to the next via point. (End point in my case)

All Tests have a route/trip that looks like this:

Magenta is the route, Zuid-Om2 is a via point
Blue is the track I would actually drive. At ‘Stop to press Skip’ I would deviate for the 1st time from the route and press Skip. When rejoining the route south of Gemert-Bakel I would not head West, but instead go East following the blue line. Direction De Mortel, Bakel. De Mortel is hidden on by the text ‘From here continuing on track is faster’. 
All the way from ‘Start of U Turn prompts’ to ‘End of U Turn prompt’ I would receive U-Turn requests. (Except for the test on 15 feb)
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
